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Campaign details, Terra-2:

Governments:

The world governments are for the most part unchanged, with a few exceptions. 

· The major superpowers are the United States, Japan, England and Germany. 

· The U.S. holds its position as a ‘peacekeeping’ force in the world and often intercedes with feuding nations in an effort to preserve world peace.

· In a calculated, but gradual world movement, the island nation of Japan has taken control of many of the planet’s major industries, including technological, pharmaceutical, space and energy-resources. The Japanese originally began by purchasing large amounts of foreign commercial markets, but with the depression of 1992, lost a substantial portion of their investments. In the next couple years, they began to target key industries and have successfully, through process of cooperative corporate purchases in their own country, obtained the majority control of the aforementioned industries.

· England, under the leadership of a new and younger monarchy, has realized a renewed optimism. With the surprise announcement of the young prince Erick’s emerging mutant abilities, the entire European community has taken a revolutionary attitude with regards to the place of mutants in the world. Erick had gained a great amount of world support prior to his revelation, but now the citizens of the free European community have rallied to his cause. Likewise, mutants have flocked to the shores of Europe where mutantism is becoming more widely accepted.

· With the reunification of Germany, an upsurgence of favorable economic growth has brought that country to the status of a world power once again. Germany has the enviable position of trading its resources and technologies with the recently crumbled Soviet Union. Germany has been the self-appointed European 
representative to take the new Soviet nations under its wing and help them stabilize their economy. In all, it has been a very positive and profitable venture for both countries.

· In the Middle East, there has not been many world-threatening problems since the 
accident of 1994. Sheik Ab-Ahhlar and his World Jihad Movement obtained a cache of nuclear weapons hidden by the former Dictator of Iran and in an effort to move them to their base in Kuwait, accidentally detonated them. The devastation of the nuclear explosion and subsequent fallout left the majority of the Middle 
Eastern nations in ruins. In addition, a cloud of radioactive fallout traveled over much of the eastern Mediterranean region, forcing entire population centers to relocate. In an effort to preserve what they had left of their civilization, the Middle Eastern nations formed an alliance called the Unified Arab Federation. At the present, the UAF is struggling to rebuild its culture and does not have the resources to be a threat to the free world.

Worldwide Organizations:

· United Nations has become almost an entity in itself. Although almost every nation in the world has representatives in the U.N., it is widely believed that the organization is run from within by inner circles consisting of superpowers (nations) and influential humanitarians. UNTIL forces represent a world police enforcement agency, with jurisdiction in almost every country. UNTIL deals mainly with super-powered crises, but occasionally will intercede in domestic affairs. UNTIL is respected by the educated and the law-abiding, mistrusted by the ignorant and financially challenged, and hated by the unjust and villainous.

· The U.S. government realized that they also needed a group of operatives that could effectively deal with possible superpowered threats, so they reinstated the PRIMUS organization. PRIMUS was originally in operation at the end of WWII, but fell to lack of funding. A new Golden Avenger heads PRIMUS and the other supers and agents of the group benefit from the most advanced technologies. PRIMUS answers directly to a federal law-enforcement commission which is an offshoot of the FBI and DEA. 

· SHIELD took a great amount of public bashing when it was discovered that some of its secret backers were actually plants from various HYDRA, DEMON and VIPER affiliates. In addition, with the X’al infiltration abated, it left SHIELD in a state of vulnerability. Colonel Nick Fury left when the organization was officially abandoned and has reportedly reformed a group by the same name with some of his most trusted advisors, operatives and agents. He still has contacts all over the globe and many suspect that he still runs a covert SHIELD organization with the secret consent of many countries’ leaders.

Super Hero Organizations:

Alpha Flight - Canada’s premiere super hero team. Independent.

Avengers: East - One of the world’s oldest and most respected super teams. Deals mainly in planet-threatening crises.

Avengers: West - a more casual affiliation that their east coast counterparts, but just as well respected. Deals with mundane as well as world-threatening crises.

Fantastic Four - The general population considers the FF as THE hero team. Their 
independent force has saved the world as well as the universe on more than one occasion. The Richards Foundation spearheads some of the world’s most exotic technology.

GAMMA - stationed in the American Northwest, these former SoCal heroes are the cowboy diplomats of the superhero world. Their methods are a bit extreme, but they have a great success rate. 

Omega Flight - Canadian government-sponsored  super hero team with some public doubt 
about its ‘officiality’.

The Protectors - San Francisco based super group that has been a cornerstone for law-enforcement in the Bay Area for years. 

Quorum - the all-female super hero team located in San Francisco Bay cooperates with The Protectors and is affiliated with UNTIL. 

SPI - this diversified group of intelligence-gathering heroes has spread from their original base in LA to NY, SF, New Orleans and Chicago. They often butt heads with Nick Fury’s group, but can also be found protecting the cities they are based in.

Sun Coast Alliance - remains the strong man for SoCal. Often cooperating with the Avengers: West, the SCA has grown into a powerful force for good on their own accord.

X-Factor Inc.- formerly the New Mutants, the team has incorporated with the business savvy of member Roberto Dacosta. X-Factor contracts to special interests which in turn financially back the corporations mutant research programs.

X-Force - the covert team led by Cable is still wreaking havoc (no pun) on the mutant underworld in the tri-state area. 

X-Men - the X-men have gone under many changes of membership recently, but are still reported to be based on the west coast of the U.S. Under Xavier’s command, the X-Men still fight for a day when mutants and humans can live together in peace and cooperation.
